Complete ‘process write ups' when you have taken
notes during a demonstration of a new
technique/process. Present in your book with
diagrams/pictures.

Act upon the teacher and peer feedback in your
sketchbook and unit feedback sheets to improve on
your work.

Use editing Apps to enhance or experiment with work
you have created, and record this in your book.

Look at other examples of the
tasks/sketchbooks/outcomes online or in class to see if
you can get ideas.

Match your work to the assessment objectives and
improve your understanding of how to gain the marks
you aspire to achieve.

Experiment using different/broader range of techniques
and processes.

Provide written work in draft form for feedback prior to
committing to your sketchbook.

Read/research around your subject: Are there other
artists or designers in the same art movement/genre?
What other info is there that can inform your
understanding of your project?e

Ask your teacher for help on how to extend skills or
develop work further.

Use art and photography facilities to help enhance your
wOoK.

Use the check list of tasks in your book to plan ahead.
