Sixth Form Dress Code

The following items are prohibited in the Sixth Form:

Hoodies

Ripped jeans

Jogging bottoms/sweatpants

Shorts and skirts that fall closer to the hip than the knee
Sports vests

Ruched/Scrunch/Lift/Impact leggings

Lycra sports shorts or leggings (e.g. Nike Pro style)

All tops that reveal the midriff

Spaghetti-strap style tops

Crocs, flip-flops, sliders and all backless footwear
Baseball caps/hats

Unnatural hair colour

Excessive makeup

Lip, eyebrow, tongue and septum piercings and spacers
All academy players may wear lvybridge Academy sportswear

In addition to these expectations, students have also been informed that if they
attend College in clothing that does not meet the dress code they will be supported
with the following measures;

In the first instance students can return home to change, or, remain off timetable in
the Tertiary Learning Resource Centre (TLRC) for the remainder of College day,
where we will confinue to support them with their studies and dress code.

In any further instances students will be required to return home to change.

The Sixth Form team has some immediate dress code support for students in the form
of t-shirts and jumpers. However, we have limited support items for replacement
shorts, skirts or trousers.

We are also aware that some students travel to College on College buses and
therefore, have no ability to return home. In this instance, they will be supported
through remaining off timetable and in the TLRC.

Notification of dress code infringements will be communicated to parents via Class
Charts.

As a Sixth Form with a clear dress code, we are mindful that we are part of a shared
community with the lower school. Our standards are not only about preparing
students for the world beyond College but also about supporting the wider College
environment and setting an example to younger students.
